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AUIP Student Intern Contract 
All student interns chosen for the American Universities International Programs Limited, a limited liability company incorporated in New Zealand (“AUIP”), are representatives of AUIP, your home institution and the specific program(s) for which you are marketing. References to “intern” in this contract refer to you, the signee of this document. References to "internship" in this contract refer to all duties and actions fulfilled by the intern during the 2011-12 academic year. 

The intern must have (1) completed an AUIP program; (2) currently be enrolled in an undergraduate, graduate or doctoral program at an AUIP partner university; and (3) be in good academic and judicial standing. Should the intern be found at any time during the internship to not fulfill these qualifications, the internship can be terminated by AUIP.
The purpose of the AUIP Internship Program is to support faculty, partner universities and AUIP in the campus marketing and student recruitment for programs. The Objectives of the AUIP Marketing Internship Program are:

a. To disperse publicity materials (e.g., postcards, fliers, posters, etc);
b. To administer face-to-face marketing (e.g., class visits, student organization visits, information tables, information sessions, study abroad fairs, etc);
c. To contribute to social media (e.g., blog, Facebook group and fan page, Twitter, Flickr, YouTube);
d. To track student recruitment efforts (e.g., gather email addresses, etc); and
e. To assist with other marketing efforts as required.
The internship commitment is for one academic calendar year (i.e., approximately mid-August to late April). The majority of marketing will be done from mid-September to mid-November and from mid-January to mid-February with additional responsibilities, outlined in the AUIP Student Intern Handbook, throughout the academic calendar year. The internship will require at least 5 hours per week during busy marketing weeks and at least 1 hour per week during slow weeks.
The intern will report to the AUIP Associate Director of Marketing & Communications (ADMC) for assignments, updates and team meetings. The intern will also coordinate tasks and communicate with the partner university’s faculty and/or Office of International Education (or equivalent) staff. The intern must fulfill the Objectives of the AUIP Marketing Internship Program outlined above. All work created during the internship under this contract becomes the intellectual property of AUIP and may be used by AUIP in future marketing without the written consent of the intern. An intern will use the AUIP Student Intern Handbook provided upon appointment of the internship as a guide, however, AUIP encourages self-motivation and initiative to go above and beyond the basic intern responsibilities. 
AUIP expects interns to keep in mind that the internship is very much a career endeavor. AUIP expects interns to act professional at all times and under all circumstances while fulfilling the internship. 
AUIP will not be liable to any persons under any circumstances whatsoever. AUIP will not indemnify any persons under any circumstances whatsoever.
AUIP thanks you for your commitment to the internship and looks forward to your participation.
I understand and agree to abide by this contract. I understand that my internship can be terminated by AUIP if I do not meet the parameters of this contract for any reason. I understand that AUIP is under no obligation to provide the benefits outlined in the AUIP Marketing Internship Job Description if I break this contract.
